Maintenance of vehicles shall be carried out in accordance with the
manufacturer's recommendations set out in the Operation Manual, service book
at certain intervals in the established manner, as well as the requirements of the
regulatory and technical, operational documentation for a specific type of
equipment, set out in publicly available resources (Internet resource).

Provide service on the technical maintenance and repair of the Owner's vehicles
in accordance with the data of the collections of labor intensity of service on the
technical maintenance and repair of the relevant models of vehicles, the current
time standards and technology established by the manufacturer, set out in
publicly available resources (Internet resource).

The Executor shall ensure that services are provided in the following mode:
from 9:00 to 19:00 on weekdays, from 9:00 till 17:00 on Saturdays, and, if
necessary, at the request of the Owner, also on weekends.

Accept the Owner's vehicles on an out-of-turn basis and begin providing
services on the day of the Owner's request.

The services provided shall ensure the operability of vehicles, repair any
malfunctions, and restore their functionality. As a result of vehicle maintenance,
the Executor shall perform all functions specified in the technical
documentation or vehicle operating manual, as set out in publicly available
resources (online resources).

Provide the technological process with spare parts, components, and
consumables necessary for maintenance and repair. The quality of parts,
components, assemblies, and consumables shall meet the manufacturer's
requirements and be included in the cost of the services provided. This means
that the cost of services includes all expenses, including the cost of purchasing
parts, components, assemblies, spare parts, and consumables.

Provide the opportunity for the Owner's representative to be located directly
next to the Vehicle during the performance of the services, in the repair area,
taking into account compliance with the technological operating mode, safety
regulations, fire safety and industrial sanitation.




The Owner shall provide the Executor with a copy of the vehicle registration
certificate for each vehicle transferred for servicing.

Acceptance and payment for services rendered by the Executor will be made
upon the completed services within the total amount and terms of the concluded
contract. For these purposes, upon conclusion of the contract, the Executor is
obligated to provide a commercial proposal for the listed services and types of
maintenance, taking into account the information provided in the
documentation, but within the limits of the amount of its bid submitted for
participation in public purchase.

Repair involving replacement of individual components, parts, and mechanisms
shall be carried out after agreement with the authorized representatives of the
Owner.

Services will be accepted by authorized representatives of the Owner.
Performance of services shall be confirmed by acceptance certificates for
completed work/ services signed by the Executor and Owner's representative.
The Executor shall provide a warranty for the services rendered and installed
parts, components, assemblies, and spare parts for a period of at least 12 months
from the date the authorized representatives of the Parties sign the acceptance
certificate for completed work/services, with the exception of minor repair.

When servicing a vehicle under warranty, the Executor shall perform
diagnostics and arrange for interaction with the vehicle supplier to ensure that
the supplier fulfills warranty obligations in accordance with the terms of the
contract. The Owner provides the Executor with the necessary contact
information and documents to ensure the Executor's interaction with the vehicle
supplier regarding warranty obligations on behalf of the Owner.

The Executor undertakes not to transfer the Client's vehicles to third parties for
the performance of services or for any other purposes. Upon completion of
services, the Executor shall return the vehicle to the Client in a clean condition.

Acceptance of services rendered by the responsible representatives of the
Owner:

1) Acceptance of services rendered is carried out by the authorized structural
unit of the Owner (further the ASU) within the scope of their functional
responsibilities;

2) Acceptance of services rendered shall be carried out after the Executor
provides supporting documents and reports with a full description of the
services rendered, including monthly and/or quarterly reports confirming
compliance with the requirements of the Technical Specification;

3) In case of non-compliance with the Technical Specification of the ASU, a
non-compliance report is drawn up with a detailed description of the reasons for
the refusal to accept the services rendered;

4) In order to mutually resolve disputes between the parties, the Executor is
granted the right to bring the Technical Specification of the services into
compliance within 15 calendar days or in accordance with the terms of the
concluded agreement from the date of signing the non- conformity report;

5) The certificate of completed service (services) is signed after acceptance of
the completed services by the supervising deputy director, the initiators of
purchase and ASU;

6) List of supporting documents: vehicle repair and maintenance card indicating
the type of services performed, date, signature and full name of the authorized
representative(s) of the Owner, photo and, if necessary, video report.




7) Service will be performed based on the Owner's electronic requests submitted
via specialized software. Requirements for specialized software:
To perform the work, the Executor shall provide access to an information
system running specialized software for managing repair requests and tracking
all stages of the work.

Contractor shall make modifications and amendments to the information system
at the request of the Owner.

Contractor shall provide 24/7 maintenance and technical support for the system.

The information system shall include a corresponding repair management
module that provides, at a minimum, the following functionality:

1.1.  the possibility of digital interaction between the Owner and Executor.
1.2. the ability to download the cost of service and spare parts.

1.3.  the ability to adjust the cost of service and spare parts depending on the
model/brand of the vehicle.

1.4.  Ability to service with the following business processes:

. Process for managing vehicle repair.

. The process of purchasing spare parts for vehicles.

1.5. The following functionality shall be provided as part of the vehicle
repair process:

. The Owner shall have the opportunity to select from the list the vehicle
sent for repair with a choice of specific work.

. The Executor shall have the ability to accept a submitted repair request
in the System, including setting a repair time and preparing a defect report.

. The Owner shall necessarily approve the defect report from the
Executor, and services added or excluded from the list of service shall be
highlighted in a separate color in the System.

. When accepting, conducting and releasing a vehicle from repair, it shall
be possible to record the time of the event, the vehicle odometer readings, and
photos and videos of the service performed without fail.

. If vehicle repair are repeatedly performed outside the maintenance and
repair regulations, the System shall display this information to the Owner. The
System shall have a separate dashboard to display the non-scheduled service
performed by vehicle and period of service performed.

. Printed forms (defect report, service order, certificates of service
performed) shall be generated from the system in PDF and XLSX format.

. The Executor shall upload closing documents (invoice, etc.) for the
service performed into the application.

. As the application progresses along the route, the system shall notify the
Owner, including via WhatsApp or Telegram messengers at each stage of the
application.

. When arriving and leaving for repair to the Executor, the Owner shall
be able to change the repair status through functional buttons in WhatsApp or
Telegram messengers without logging into the System.

1.6. The following functionality shall be provided within the process of
purchasing Spare Parts:

. The Owner shall be able to select a vehicle from the list and choose a
list of spare parts and types of work.

. The Executor shall accept the submitted application in the System;

. The Owner shall necessarily agree to the list of spare parts and service

proposed by the Executor, while the inventory items added or excluded from
the list shall be highlighted in a separate color in the System;




. In the event of repeated purchase of spare parts for a vehicle that does
not comply with the maintenance and repair regulations, the System shall
display this information to the employee of the Owner and Executor.

. Printed forms (invoice, Service completion certificate) shall be
generated from the system in PDF and XLSX format;
. The Executor shall upload closing documents (invoice, etc.) for the

service performed into the application;

1.7. The module should provide the ability to manage budget limits for
maintenance and repair for each individual structural unit.

1.8.  When the limit is reached or approached, the system shall signal or block
repair and purchase of spare parts for the unit.

1.9. When submitting a request for repair or purchase of inventory items, the
Owner's employee shall see the remaining used limit and limit in progress.
1.10. The module shall provide the ability to create and fill in a vehicle card.
1.11. The vehicle card shall contain all historical information on repair
performed and spare parts purchased, including the ability to view photos and
videos of repair performed and spare parts supplied.

1.12. The vehicle card shall provide the ability to view data on funds spent on
vehicle maintenance (repair, purchases) by year and month.

1.13. It should be possible to set up repair and maintenance regulations for
each individual vehicle model.

1.14. 1t shall be possible to assign drivers to vehicles.

The Executor shall provide full access to the system's data storage for completed
work, including: electronic applications, created/attached files, vehicle cards,
and photo and video recordings in cloud storage, with access granted to the
Owner for an indefinite period.

List of services provided.

Technical maintenance, repair and diagnostics of vehicles includes:

1) Diagnostics of units and assemblies — inspection of the vehicle for the
purpose of finding faults in units and assemblies, as well as determining the
actual need to perform operations and predicting the moment of occurrence of
a faulty condition by comparing the actual values of the parameters with the
limit values;

2) Technical maintenance of vehicles is a set of preventive measures carried out
compulsorily in a planned manner in accordance with the list and terms
established by the manufacturer, taking into account adjustments to operating
conditions;

3) repair service — services to eliminate faults and bring their condition close to
full (at least 80%) restoration of the resource;

Vehicle diagnostics

Vehicle diagnostics involve checking all vehicle components and assemblies to
identify faulty or worn parts and assemblies. A complete vehicle diagnostic
necessarily includes computer diagnostics of the engine and ignition system,
chassis diagnostics, transmission diagnostics, brake system diagnostics,
electrical system diagnostics, and exhaust system diagnostics (performed by the
Executor at the Owner's request). For vehicles equipped with an automatic
transmission (AT), an AT diagnostic is performed.

Provision of service on maintenance and repair of vehicles includes the
following list of services:

1) scheduled maintenance services (by type of technical service);

2) control and diagnostic services;

3) lubrication and refueling services;




4) adjustment services (headlight adjustment, wheel alignment adjustment, fuel
system adjustment, brake system adjustment, clutch drive adjustment, steering
adjustment, ignition system adjustment);

5) electrical services (checking and repairing vehicle electrical equipment,
including repair and charging of batteries);

6) repair (replacement) of engines;

7) repair (replacement) of gearboxes (gearboxes), transfer boxes;

8) steering repair;

9) repair of the brake system;

10) repair (replacement) of radiators;

11) repair of the fuel system (repair and adjustment of fuel equipment);

12) clutch repair (replacement);

13) repair (replacement) of drive axles and drives of drive axles;

14) repair of cooling, ventilation and air conditioning systems;

15) repair (replacement) of suspension.

Requirements for the quality of services.

When performing services, install only new spare parts on the Owner’s vehicles.
Perform services in accordance with the requirements of the vehicle
manufacturer, as set out in publicly available resources (Internet resource).
Provide services with high quality, on time and in full.

The Executor undertakes to bear full financial liability and ensure the safety of
the vehicle(s) and all their removable parts while such Vehicles are on the
Executor's premises, as well as to ensure that the Executor's personnel or other
unauthorized persons do not have access to the vehicle(s) after the completion
of maintenance and repair until the Owner receives the vehicle(s). If any
damage or injury is sustained to the Owner's vehicle(s) during maintenance and
repair, the Executor undertakes to repair the damage at its own expense within
the timeframe agreed upon by the parties.

Requirements for provision of warranty obligations.

The warranty for services rendered is at least 1 (one) month from the date of
acceptance of the results of services rendered;

Provide a guarantee for major repair services and materials, units, components
and parts replaced during the performance of service on a period of at least 12
(twelve) months from the date of performance of the services.

If necessary, the replaced numbered units (assemblies) shall have the necessary
accompanying documents for re-registration.

Scheduled maintenance (performed by the Executor at the request of the Owner
and can be performed as a whole or as separate services:

Scheduled maintenance includes M-1, M-2, and SM (according to European
maintenance standards M-A, M-B, and M-C). If necessary, coolant (antifreeze)
replacement, brake fluid replacement, transmission fluid replacement (power
steering fluid, manual and automatic transmission fluid, etc.), engine oil
replacement, front brake pads replacement, and rear brake pads replacement.

If necessary, the Executor informs the Owner about the need for urgent
replacement of oil, oil filter, air filter, cabin filter, automatic transmission filter
in the vehicle's gearbox.

Injector cleaning (for a gasoline engine) (produced by the Executor at the
request of the Owner and can be performed as a package or as separate services.




Maintenance and repair, cleaning

High-pressure fuel pump (HPFP) (produced by the Executor at the request of
the Owner and can be produced as a package or as separate services:

Fuel injection pump repair involves replacing spare parts and flushing the fuel
injection pump. This flushing shall be performed using specialized equipment
connected directly to the fuel injection pump adjustment system. If necessary,
the fuel filter shall be replaced.

Maintenance and refueling of vehicle air conditioners
(for vehicles equipped with air conditioning) (produced by the Executor at the
request of the Owner and can be performed as a package or as separate services,
but within the list of the Owner's service on the maintenance and repair of
vehicles specified in Attachment No.3 and 4 to this Technical Specification):
If necessary, at the Owner's request, the Executor will service and refill vehicle
air conditioners (further “air conditioners”). This vehicle air conditioner service
includes:

1) diagnostics of vehicle air conditioner,

2) filling the vehicle air conditioner with freon,

3) replacing tubes with hoses,

4) antibacterial treatment of the evaporator of the vehicle air
conditioning system,

5) elimination of unpleasant odors in the cabin,

6) external cleaning of the condenser, evaporator,

7) flushing the vehicle air conditioning system,

8) Elimination of freon leak in vehicle air conditioner.

Routine repair (catried out by the Executor at the request of the Owner and can
be carried out as a whole or as separate services:

Repair shall ensure the restoration of vehicle functionality and partial recovery
of service life, with the replacement or restoration of a limited number of
components determined by economic feasibility. Repair are carried out with
notification to the Owner and based on a request from the Owner's authorized
representatives. Repair shall not disrupt the maintenance cycles established for
each vehicle. The scope of repair services includes:
1) diagnostics of the fault — visual inspection, control measurements and
identification of individual parts, units, mechanisms and boards subject to
replacement or restoration;

2) partial disassembly of equipment with the removal of a limited range
of components and mechanisms;

3) disassembly of removed units (as necessary);

4) replacement or repair of individual defective parts, units,
mechanisms, boards and devices;

5) adjustment of equipment according to technical and electrical
parameters;

6) checking the correct operation of the equipment in control and
operating mode;

7) commissioning of vehicles;

8) body service /services if necessary.
Equipment repair times depend on the vehicle type and may vary depending on
the complexity of the repair, the availability of spare parts, or even the ordering
of a defective spare part. Service shall begin upon registration of the vehicle
repair request, but should not exceed four (4) calendar days.




Engine repair (carried out by the Executor at the request of the Owner and can
be carried out as a package or as separate services:
List of engine repair services provided:

1) repair of the fuel supply system;

2) grinding of shafts;

3) boring of cylinders;

4) cylinder block repair, welding;

5) cylinder head repair;

6) repair of parts of units and components (including their replacement
with new ones).

7) The cost of repairing vehicle engines is also included in the total cost
of services rendered.

Repair and diagnostics of automatic and manual transmissions (carried out by
the Executor at the request of the Owner and can be carried out as a package or
as separate services:
If necessary, automatic and manual transmission repair are carried out in
accordance with the technical requirements of the manufacturer.

1) General sequence of diagnostics of automatic and manual
transmissions:

2) diagnostics of automatic and manual transmissions;

3) removal of automatic transmission, manual transmission;

4) disassembly of automatic and manual transmissions;

5) drawing up a defect list and coordinating it with the Owner;

6) supply of spare parts (replacement of units, parts or restoration of
units, parts);

7) assembly of automatic and manual transmissions;

8) installation of automatic and manual transmissions on a vehicle;

9) control diagnostics before departure.

Chassis repair (carried out by the Executor at the request of the Owner and can
be carried out as a package or as separate services:
Through vehicle chassis diagnostics, the Executor shall clearly identify those
parts that have reached the end of their service life and require replacement.
Chassis repair/services include:

1) chassis diagnostics;

2) replacement of shock absorbers or individual units (changed in
pairs!);

3) partial disassembly with removal of a limited range of components
and mechanisms;

4) disassembly of removed units (as necessary);

5) replacement or repair of individual defective parts, units,
mechanisms, etc.

Repair of the cooling and heating system (carried out by the Executor at the
request of the Owner and can be carried out as a whole or as separate work:
The Executor shall clearly identify those parts that have reached the end of their
service life and require replacement. Cooling and heating system repair/services
include:

1) system diagnostics,

2) removal and installation of the cooling radiator and heating radiator;

3) repair of the cooling radiator and heating radiator (if necessary,
replace with a new one);

4) replacement of pipes and hoses, etc.




5) replacement of coolant (antifreeze).

Steering repair (carried out by the Executor at the request of the Owner and can
be carried out as a package or as separate services:
List of services provided for steering repair:

1) steering diagnostics;

2) removal and installation of the steering mechanism;

3) Disassembly, cleaning, inspection, replacement of broken or
deformed parts, assembly and adjustment of the steering mechanism;

4) Changing the oil and bleeding the power steering system (PS);

5) removal and installation of power steering;

6) disassembly, assembly and repair of power steering;

7) removal and installation of the power steering pump;

8) disassembly, assembly and repair of the power steering pump;

9) replacement of high- and low-pressure hoses of the power steering;

10) turning service /services.

Geometry, wheel alignment (produced by the Executor at the request of the
Owner and can be performed as a package or as separate services:
The Executor shall ensure high-quality adjustment of all parameters for
installing wheel angles for any vehicle model:

1) convergence;

2) reverse toe-in when turning;

3) camber angle;

4) kingpin angle (transverse) and additional angle;

5) longitudinal inclination of the kingpin;

6) maximum turning angle;

7) rear steering wheels;

8) axis of symmetry and deviation of axes;

9) wheel alignment;

10) installation height.

Tire fitting work/services (carried out by the Executor at the request of the
Owner and can be carried out as a whole or as separate services:
The Executor shall provide high-precision tire fitting equipment and perform
the following services:

1) removal and installation of wheels (on a pneumatic lift or rolling
jack);

2) electronic wheel balancing on cast and stamped disks with a radius of
14-18;

3) mounting and dismounting of the tire;

4) repair of a punctured wheel (installation of a tube, by installing a cap,
a tourniquet, gluing the tire, etc.).

Bodywork/services (produced by the Executor at the request of the Owner and
can be performed as a package or as individual services:

1) If necessary, body work/services are performed according to the Owner’s
request in the event of a road traffic accident (RTA), natural disaster or fatigue
of the body metal (rust, corrosion, etc.) of a vehicle.

2) This type of service involves restoring the original geometry of the vehicle
body or replacing/restoring individual parts, as well as restoring the vehicle's
appearance, which includes painting using a computer-controlled paint
selection.
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3) In some cases, this type of service may be reimbursed by the insurance
company where the vehicle is insured. In this case, the Executor will cover all

costs associated with the service through the insurance company.

Additional requirements:

The Executor is obliged to draw up a defect report for each vehicle when
performing its duties in accordance with the signed agreement and this technical
specification.

Overhaul of vehicles, components, assemblies and equipment shall be carried
out as necessary, after prior agreement with the Owner.

Conducting an annual mandatory technical inspection.

Provision of vehicle tires according to the season.

vehicle wheels.

Assessment and determination of the cost of damage in a road accident.
Towing services.

Attach the price list approved for the current year for the specified brands of
vehicles, indicating the discounts provided on all types of services and
availability/or terms of provision (delivery) of spare parts (but no more than 10
calendar days) from the date of application.

Availability of a full range of spare parts, components and consumables,
assembly, storage and disposal of tires, registration and evaluation.

Provision of genuine spare parts, experience in the market of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, warranties for services provided, priority for maintenance and
repair, and tire replacement.

Requirements for Executor during provision of services

All repair services shall be carried-out based on the technical requirements and
regulations.

After completion of the repair work, the contractor shall check-up the car
operability and hand-over it to the owner based on the act of executed work;

Obligations of Executor during provision of services

The Executor is obliged to draw up a defect report for each vehicle when
performing its duties in accordance with the signed agreement and this technical
specification.

The Executor is obliged to provide a guarantee for materials and equipment, as
well as for the service provided, for a period of 12 months from the date of
signing the certificates of work/services performed.
