1 Subject of purchased work

Construction and installation work in accordance with the approved and received positive expert
conclusion on detail design for Construction of the network of observation wells along the perimeter of
evaporation ponds at CCS-1, CCS-2, CCS-3, CCS-4, CCS-5, CCS-6, CCS-7, CCS-8" (I launch
complex, Turkestan region).

2 Argumentation of purchased work

There are currently no checking wells on existing evaporation ponds. The main purpose of
checking wells along the perimeter of the existing evaporation ponds of CCS-1, CCS-2 is to monitor
leaks at the base of the pond based on the groundwater level and monitor changes in the chemical
composition of groundwater.

The purpose of the network of checking wells along the perimeter of the evaporation ponds of
CCS-1 and CCS-2 compressor stations is:

- Implementation of measures to improve the environmental efficiency;

- Implementation of measures to prevent the possible impact of wastewater storage tanks on the
environment and prevent contamination of groundwater in case of accident at evaporation ponds;

- Development and approval of industrial environmental control program.

CCS-5, CCS-6, CCS-7, CCS-8 taking into account requirements of
this Technical Specification, terms of the contract, regulatory,
technical and legal documentation in force on the territory of the
Republic of Kazakhstan.

2. The Contractor's personnel shall have certificates for industrial
safety, fire safety standards, occupational health and safety, and first
aid training certificates (with a valid expiration date).

3. Before the start of construction and installation work, it is
necessary to develop and agree with the Owner a work plan with a
description of the work on organization, management and quality
control of construction, as well as a detailed schedule for
construction, including at least the following actions and stages:

- Period of mobilization;

- Purchase and supply of materials;
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- Basic civil and installation work;

- Preparation of facility for commissioning;

- Delivery and acceptance of facility;

- Warranty period.

4. All work should be carried out taking into account the safety of
the Kazakhstan-China Gas Pipeline and maintaining the integrity of
nearby facilities, buildings and structures, taking into account
measures to prevent possible damage caused as a result of the work.
5. During the entire period of work, carry out acceptance inspection
of the products and materials used, check the availability of correct
supporting documentation (passports, certificates, etc.) and provide
the necessary assistance in carrying out such control by
representatives of technical and/or designer supervision of
construction and representatives of the Owner, with filling out the
acceptance inspection log (verification log of purchased products).
6. All construction work shall be supervised by technical and
designer supervision and/or representatives on site who have been
appointed by the Owner. The Contractor shall promptly notify
representatives of the Owner, designer and technical supervision
about beginning and completion of all types of work, coordinate the
construction process with them, and also provide them with the
necessary assistance.

7. Work shall be carried out strictly in accordance with the
requirements of the Environmental Protection Chapter of the deatil
design and requirements of the Environmental Code of the Republic
of Kazakhstan.

8. The Contractor, during the period of work and after its completion,
is responsible for the cleanliness of the production area, proper
sorting, collection, accumulation, maintenance of waste logs and
timely removal and disposal / recovery / removal of construction
waste and other waste in accordance with requirements of the
Environmental Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

9. The Contractor provides waste accumulation sites intended for
temporary storage of waste at the site of generation for a period of
no more than six months before the date of its collection (transfer to
specialized organizations) or independent removal to the site where
this waste will be subjected to recovery or disposal operations.

10. According to Art. 339 of the Environmental Code of the Republic
of Kazakhstan the Contractor is responsible for safe waste
management and receives ownership of waste based on signed
Certificates of transfer/receipt of waste from the Owner. The
Contractor shall submit a valid Contract with a specialized
(licensed/notified) company carrying out waste management
operations in accordance with Article 336 of the Environmental
Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan before the start of work. After
transfer of waste, the Contractor undertakes to provide the Owner
with supporting documents on recycling/recovery/removal of
construction and other waste.

11. Special construction requirements: construction of checking
wells will be carried out along the perimeter of the evaporation ponds
of CCS-1, CCS-2 in cramped conditions without stopping the
production process.

12. After the winner is announced based on the results of the
purchase, the Contractor, within 3 (three) calendar days, shall
provide a detailed cost and work schedule in accordance with the
volumes and types/stages of work of design and estimate
documentation for inclusion of this information in the Contract.

13. Provide the Owner with quality forms, hidden work certificates
for completed Work, signed by representatives of designer and
technical supervision, etc.

14. Preliminarily agree in writing with the Owner on all equipment
supplied by the Contractor, according to the criteria, but not limited
to the following: volumes, characteristics, manufacturers, models,
complete sets, etc., in accordance with the approved design and
estimate documentation (with Detailed Design).

15. Provide the Owner with a set of documents for the supplied




materials and equipment to perform the Work and the conclusion of
an authorized technical supervision representative on their
compliance with the required quality.

16. Correct the comments of the Owner’s representatives, designer
or technical supervision regarding the quality of the Work
performed, the quality of the materials used and other identified
errors and shortcomings of the Work performed.

17. At the Owner’s request, within the time period specified in the
request, provide the necessary originals and/or copies of documents
(information about the involved subcontractors, other documents
confirming the quantity and quality of the Work performed, etc.) and
other information for the Owner’s acceptance of the Work performed
by the Contractor.

18. As the need arises, provide the Owner with appropriate
comprehensive explanations and clarifications related to the
implementation of the construction design under this Contract,
acceptance into operation and operation itself during the entire
period of validity of the Contract.

19. Have on site a copy of the full set of approved documentation for
the Detailed design and Work Plan in accordance with requirements
of the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

20. Stages of Work*:

I. Mobilization period, preparatory works, purchase and supply of
materials (3% of the cost of works) - till 31.12.2026;

II. Purchase and supply of materials, basic general construction and
installation work, preparation of facility for commissioning, delivery
and acceptance of facility (97% of the cost of work) - before
December 31, 2027.

21. When implementing the design, register and ensure the
completion and maintenance of as-built documentation in electronic
form in the information system (e-Qurylys) to organize construction
on the “one window” principle in accordance with the Rules defining
the procedure for maintaining the portal and information systems to
organize construction according to the “one window” principle,
approved by Order of Minister of Industry and Infrastructure

Responsibilities of the Contractor during execution of work:

1. In case of damage to existing process communications, pipelines,
equipment and other property of the Owner, the Contractor is obliged
to restore them at his own expense as soon as possible and using
methods agreed with the Owner.
2. The Contractor agrees not to exceed the waste accumulation limits
specified in the Impact Permit and/or the Owner's Waste
Management Program.
3. In the event of environmental damage to components of the natural
environment, the Contractor is obliged to fully and at his own
expense remediate the components of the natural environment that
suffered environmental damage in accordance with requirements of
the Environmental Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
4. At own expense, cover all the Owner’s expenses related to
technical and designer’s supervision, as well as obtain all necessary
approvals from the authorized state bodies of the Republic of
Kazakhstan in the event that, through the fault of the Contractor, the
Work is not completed on time and facility is not put into operation
in accordance with the standard construction period specified in the
Detailed design.
5. During execution of Work, provide accommodation and food for
its personnel at its own expense.
6. Determine and obtain all necessary permits, notifications,
authorities, licenses and approvals in accordance with the legislation
of the Republic of Kazakhstan in relation to the commencement,
execution and completion of Work and elimination of any defects.
Provide full assistance to the Owner in carrying out the procedure
for notifying government authorities about start of work, obtaining




approvals for scope of work on post-utilization of facilities
(including demolition of buildings and structures), as well as
recording and registering the act of demolition of buildings and
structures with government agencies, execution, signing and
registration certificate of acceptance of the constructed facility into
operation in accordance with requirements of the legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan.

7. All costs associated with obtaining all permits, licenses and
approvals in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of
Kazakhstan for construction and subsequent pre-commissioning,
commissioning of facility and other actions are borne exclusively by
the Contractor, and they are included to the cost of Work.

8. Engage to perform the Work personnel who have the necessary
qualifications, experience and skills, and also have a clear
understanding of the Work being performed and its proper quality.
The main personnel involved in execution of the Work are approved
by the Owner.

9. The Contractor undertakes, upon the first request of the Owner
(within the time period specified in such request), to reimburse the
Owner for any expenses (including amounts of payments for
emissions/discharges, any fines imposed on the Owner by
government authorities, and other material claims presented to the
Owner by third parties), which the Owner has suffered or may suffer
due to the fault of the Contractor. In the event of failure to comply
with the requirement, the Owner has the right to withhold such costs
from all or part of the payment to the Contractor until the requirement
is fully fulfilled and/or deduct the amount due from such payment.
10. The Contractor shall be solely responsible for the management
and planning of Work.

* The stages of works may be specified and adjusted without changing the specified breakdown of work scope by years when
the Contractor (as specified in clause 12, Section 2, Table 1) provides detailed cost and schedule of works execution at the
stage of Contract signing.
